A hundred art appreciators gathered at Art Moment Gallery were treated to an exciting
mix of works by established artists with extensive exhibition histories and emerging
talent of graduates from some of Australia's top educational institutions.



The exhibition features works by graduates from: Visual Communications at the
University of Technology Sydney (UTS), Photo media from the College of Fine Arts
(COFA), La Trobe University, Sydney College of the Arts (SCA) as well as the
Whitehouse Institute of Design.

Also exhibited are powerful African Springstone sculptures, symbols of renewal and
new life from Zimbabwe, created in the Shona masters tradition. This art form has a
2000 year history, reignited in the last 50 years by contemporary African artists.
